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The Eurand CF Cycle for Life Presented by BJ’s Restaurants is a one-day bike tour where hundreds of men and women will come together to participate in an event to find a cure for cystic fibrosis.  Participants have the choice a 25-55 mile route or a higher mileage option that is at least 85 miles. The bike tour is a fully supported journey with stocked rest stops every 10-12 miles, support and gear (SAG) vehicles, on-site medical services, and much more. This unique event empowers participants to take action and demonstrate their fight in finding a cure in a tangible, emotional and experientially powerful way. 
Each rider will contact at least 10 potential donors in the process of fundraising. When this is combined with the grass-roots initiative, and the engagement of volunteers and sponsors, more than 1,000 people will receive information and communication about the Eurand CF Cycle for Life Presented by BJ’s Restaurant. 

The structure of the Ride lends itself to corporate positioning due to vast audience reach and cyclist demographics from charity rides. 
· Average age is 36 years old (range is 25-65 years of age)
· 60% of all riders are married, at least 75% are either married or in a committed relationship

· 5 out of 10 riders have one or more children
